Over the past few months, 
Youthtown’s progammes have 
reached some major milestones.

Our youth programme in Taupo 
celebrated its first birthday and 
Oamaru is gearing up to launch 
their own programmes, bringing 
the benefits of Youthtown to young 
people of the region. Our Urban Unity 
squads in Upper Hutt, Avondale, 
Auckland Central and Panmure have 
been going from strength to strength, 
providing those communities with 
a variety of activities for youth aged 
between 13 and18. 
 

The young people themselves decide which programmes 
and activities to develop, using a robust Youth Participation 
model, and working in line with the Youth Development 
Strategy Aotearoa. Through these, youth are actively involved 
in decisions that affect their lives and communities with knock-
on benefits for their wellbeing and sense of belonging, identity 
and citizenship. And because the initiatives come from the 
young people themselves, they’re more likely to be effective.

In Youth Week we celebrated Youthtown Taupo’s 1st Birthday 
and brought Dane Rumble to town in an event attended by 
more than 500 young people! Other recent successes have 
seen “Feel the Bass” Paint Party in Youthtown Upper Hutt 
attended by over 300.

Also let’s not forget our monthly Dance Party “The Vibe” held 
at Youthtown Panmure on the first Friday of every month and 
“Spotlight” held at Avondale Community Centre on the last 
Friday of each month. These events give the chance for youth 
to socialise in a drug, alcohol and smoke-free environment.

Youthtown doesn’t just run dance events. We also offer a 
variety of after-school activities for 13-18-year-olds, run over 
a six-to-eight week period, which provide young people with

involved in the highly successful SPACE programme which has activities as diverse as 
water sports, archery, rock-climbing, mask making, screen-printing and ceramics. These 
activities have helped young people develop a sense of accomplishment, friendship, 
confidence and belonging as individuals 
and as a group. 

Elena from the Pindrop Foundation, the 
public face of the Northern Cochlear Implant 
Trust, had this to say about the programme: 
“Through Youthtown we have been able to 

achieve our aims as they offer professionally run activities that engage and challenge 
the teens.
